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A GRACE CALLED LA SALETTE

On Saturday, September 19, 1846, a
“Beaut i ful  Lady” appeared t o t wo
children, both from Corps, in the French
Alps:  Maximin GIRAUD, eleven years old,
and Melanie CALVAT, almost  fifteen, who
were watching their herds on the slope of
Mont Planeau (alt . approx. 6,000 ft.), not
far from the village of La Salette.  In a
lit t le hollow, they suddenly not iced a
globe of fire — “as though the sun had
fallen on that spot.” Within the dazzling
light they gradually perceived a woman,
seated, her elbows’ resting on her knees and her face buried in
her hands.

The Beautiful Lady rose, and said to the children, in French:

Come closer,  my chi ldren;  don’t  be af raid.
I  am  here to tel l you great news.

She took a few steps towards them. Maximin and Melanie,
reassured, ran down to her and stood very close to her.

The Beautiful Lady wept all the t ime she spoke.  She was
tall, and everything about her radiated light. She wore the typical
garb of the women of the area: a long dress, an apron around
her waist, a shawl crossed over her breast and t ied behind her
back, and a close-fit t ing bonnet.  Along the hem of her shawl
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she wore a broad, flat chain, and from a smaller chain around
her neck there hung a large crucifix.  Under the arms of the
cross there were, to the left  of the figure of Christ, a hammer
and, to the right, pincers. The radiance of the entire apparit ion
seemed to emanate from this crucifix, and shone like a brilliant
crown upon  the Beautiful Lady’s head. She wore garlands of
roses on her head, around the edge of her shawl,  and around
her feet.

The Beautiful Lady spoke to the two shepherds, first in
French, in these words:

I f  my people refuse to submit,
I  wi l l  be forced to let go the arm of  my Son.
It  i s so st rong and so heavy,
I can no longer hold i t  back.
How long a t ime I have suf fered for you!
If  I  want my Son not to abandon you,
I am obliged to plead wi th him constantly.
And as for you, you pay no heed!
However much you pray,
however much you do,
you wi l l never be able to recompense
the pains I have taken for you.

I gave you six days to work;
I kept the seventh for myself ,
and no one wi l l give i t  to me.
This is what  makes the arm of  my Son so heavy.
And then, those who drive the carts cannot swear
wi thout throwing in my Son’s name.
These are the two things
that  make the arm of  my Son so heavy.

If  the harvest is ruined,

to full health.
In the name of love,
Your own sacred name,
I ask this from You. AMEN.
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i t  Is only on account of  yourselves.
I warned you last  year wi th the potatoes.
You paid no heed.
Instead, when you found the potatoes spoi led,
you swore, and threw In my Son’s name.
They are going to continue to spoi l,
and by Chri stmas this year there wi l l be none lef t .

Melanie was intrigued by the expression, pommes de terre.
In the local dialect, potatoes were called las truffas.  She looked
inquiringly at Maximin, but the Beautiful Lady anticipated her
question.

Don’t you understand, my chi ldren?
Let me f ind another way to say i t .

Using the local dialect, she repeated what she had said about
the harvest, and then went on:

I f  you have wheat, you must  not sow i t .
Anything you sow the vermin wi l l eat,
and whatever does grow
wi ll  fall into dust when you thresh i t .
A great famine is coming.
Before the f amine comes,
chi ldren under seven wi l l be seized
with trembl ing and die
in the arms of  the persons who hold them.
The rest wi l l  do penance through the famine.
The walnuts wi l l become worm-eaten;
the grapes wi l l rot.

At this point the Beautiful Lady confided a secret to Maximin,
and then to Melanie.   Then she went on:

And so it  shall be in all eternity.

Please, fill my whole being with the gift  of
the blessing and healing power of Your great love.
And with the power of Your Divine thoughts
that once brought me into this life,
Help me to re-generate and heal my whole being.
May Your prayers of healing and peace flow through me,
and help me do my share of Blessing and healing,
saving and redeeming myself and everything/ everyone
that shares my world with me.

Help me to cast out all that is no longer of any use to me;
And mending that which is broken in me and my life;
Help me to renew all unproductive cells;
Open up any blocked arteries and veins;
Remove inflammations and cleanse my body of infect ions;
Rebuild and regenerate all damaged areas
of my inner and outer being.

(Pour your heart out and talk about everything that is
troubling you)

May the warmth of Your Divine healing love pass through
me,
To regenerate and restore all unhealthy of me into perfect
health,
So that, from now onwards, my whole being can function
The way You created it  for me.

I wish to serve You
With all my heart, mind, body, spirit  and soul,
For the rest of this lifet ime and throughout Eternity.
First though I need Your help
to restore my whole being
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I f  they are converted,
rocks and stones wi l l turn into heaps of  wheat,
and potatoes wi l l be self -sown in the f ields.

Do you say your prayers well, my chi ldren?

“Hardly ever, Madam,” the two shepherds answered candidly.

Ah, my chi ldren, you should say them well,
at night and in the morning,
even if  you say only an Our Father and a Hai l Mary
when you can’t do bet ter.
When you can do better, say more.

In the summer, only a few elderly women go to Mass.
The rest work on Sundays all summer long.
In the winter, when they don’t know what to do,
they go to Mass just to make fun of  religion.
In Lent they go to the butcher shops l ike dogs.

Have you never seen wheat gone bad, my chi ldren?

They answered, “No, Madam.”

The Beautiful Lady then spoke to Maximin.

But you, my chi ld,
surely  you must have seen some once,
at  Coin, wi th your father.
The owner of  the f ield  told  your  father
to go and see his spoi led wheat.
And then you went, and  you  took
two or three ears of  wheat in your hands,
you  rubbed  them  together,
and  i t  all crumbled Into dust.

Leader: Faithful God, you are with us in one another, yet
we sometimes refuse to recognize you. And so we
say...

All: We are sorry.
Leader: God of gent leness, you ask us to bring peace to our

family and to the world, yet  sometimes we spread
anger and t rouble. And so we say...

All: We are sorry.
Leader: Gracious God, you give us a voice with which to

sing, and words to speak, and yet sometimes our
words are hurtful or untrue. And so we say...

All: We are sorry.
Leader: Loving God, you sent your only son to show us how

to love and serve one another, and yet we sometimes
are selfish and unloving. And so we say...

All: We are sorry.
Leader: Merciful God, as we prepare for reconciliat ion, help

us to ask forgiveness when we need to. Help us to
forgive others who have wronged us. And let us be
peacemakers in our school and in our family, in our
community. We thank you for the gift  of your
forgiveness and reconciling love.

All: Amen.

Prayer for Healing

Loving Father, Son and Holy Spirit
I am calling on You today to ask for healing
for myself and my world.
Your Divine wisdom and power brought us all into being;
And You sustain and support us every moment of every day.
Every breath I take, every morning I wake,
Every moment of every hour,
I live within You, as You are alive in me.



While you were on your way back
and you were no more than
a half  hour away f rom Corps,
your father gave you a piece of  bread
and said to you:   “Here, my chi ld,
eat some bread whi le we st i l l  have i t  this year;
because I don’t know who wi l l eat any next year
if  the wheat keeps up l ike that.”

“Oh, yes,” answered Maximin, “now I remember.  Just then,
I didn’t remember it .”

The Beautiful Lady then concluded, not in dialect, but in
French:

Well, my chi ldren,
you wi l l  make this known to all  my people.

Then she moved forward, stepped over the st ream and
without turning back,  she gave the injunction:

Very well, my chi ldren,
make this known to al l my people.

The vision climbed the steep path which wound its way
towards the Collet (lit t le neck).  Then she rose into the air as
the children caught up to her. She looked up at the sky, then
down to the earth.  Facing southeast, “she melted into light.”
The light itself then disappeared.

On September 19, 1851, aft er “a precise and rigorous
investigation” of the event, the witnesses, the content of the
message, and its repercussions, Philibert de Bruillard, Bishop of
Grenoble, pronounced his judgment  in a pastoral letter of
instruct ion.   He declared that “the apparit ion of the Blessed
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is Your life and teaching, Your body and blood,
Your brokenness and healing through Your stripes.
In Your shed blood is the gift  of freedom from the guilt
and stain of all sin. Through the torn veil
we have direct access to You, for in rising,
You defeated Satan and his companions,
and You became available to all who seek Your mercy.

Now, may the Angel of Mercy embrace (insert name
of person you want to reconcile) and at this moment
may he/ she be empowered with Your loving gentleness.
I choose to surrender all my concerns, thoughts,
feelings and desires for (insert name of person you
want to reconcile) and place them
at the foot  of Your cross to become
what  You choose them to become.

Virgin to two shepherds, September 19, 1846, on a mountain in
the Alps, located in the parish of La Salette, ... bears within
itself all the characterist ics of  truth and  that the faithful have
grounds for believing it  to be indubitable and certain.”

In another pastoral letter, dated May 1, 1852, the Bishop of
Grenoble announced the const ruct ion of a Shrine on the
mountain of the apparit ion, and went on to add:

“However important the erection of a Shrine may be, there
is something st ill  more important , namely the ministers of
religion destined to look after it , to receive the pious pilgrims,
to preach the word of God to them, to exercise towards them
the ministry of reconciliat ion, to administer the Holy Sacrament
of the altar, and to be, to all, the faithful dispensers of the
mysteries of God and the Spiritual treasures of the Church.

“These priests shall be called the Missionaries of Our Lady
of La Salette; their inst itut ion and existence shall be, like the
Shrine itself, an eternal monument, a  perpetual remembrance,
of  Mary’s merciful apparit ion.”

The first priests imbued with the spirit  of  the Apparit ion
and who devoted themselves to the service of the pilgrims, felt
from the beginning the call to and the need for religious life.
Six of them pronounced their first vows on February  2,1858, in
accordance with their provisional Constitutions, adapted in 1862
to include Brothers. From that t ime, Fathers and Brothers have
constituted one religious family.  The first General Chapter, in
1876, framed the Constitut ions, and gave the Congregation a
clearly apostolic thrust.  The “Laudatory Decree” (1879) and
the Decree of Approval (1890) placed the Inst itute directly under
the authority of the Holy See, which in 1926 gave final approval
to the Constitut ions.
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True witnesses and messengers of
Peace and Reconciliation.
